I. The Aim of the 3rd Scientific Conference for the Circle of Christian Students of the Carpathian Basin (KKTDK)

The aim of the conference is to become a platform for the presentation and evaluation of scholarly results from pre-eminent Christian students thereby encouraging them to immerse themselves further into varying fields of study and research. The conference aims to maintain the most significant tool of universitas, i.e. the ideal of the unum: the preservation of the unity of science, of discernment and faith and an intention for the encirclement of absolute truth. 


A special characteristic feature of the Conference is that besides the Hungarian-speaking students from the higher education institutes of Hungary, Slovakia, the Ukraine, Rumania, Serbia, Croatia, Slovenia and Austria, it also welcomes cordially participants who wish to present their ideas in their mother tongue, i.e. in either Slovakian, Ukrainian, Rumanian, Serbian, Croatian, Slovenian or German. The Carpathian Basin as a geographical region has always been a common home for a number of peoples living together. By having joined the European Union, a new horizon for this community has dawned. People of one ethnic background now have the opportunity to preserve their own cultural identity while being respected by others. However, the real basis and the main perspective for being able to live together in the Carpathian Basin may be found in the people’s community of Christian faith. The Conference wishes to support the development of the Hungarian culture and that of all the people living together with them in the Carpathian Basin, i.e. the European culture and the scholarly use of language be it Hungarian, Slovakian, Ukrainian, Rumanian, Serbian, Croatian, Slovenian or German. All this should contribute to the forming of new international professional relationships among young people taking part in the Conference while at the same time helping them become partners in the social processes that enhance understanding and mutual respect among the nations, thus contributing to the fulfillment of an eminent social mission of Christianity in the world of culture and science.
II. Conditions of Participation
For the Third Conference, those Christian college and university students of BA or MA level living in the Carpathian Basin
 may apply who are either full-time or correspondence students of theological or any other lay studies at institutes maintained either by the historical Churches, by the respective state or by a private entity. Student participants must not be over thirty-five years of age. All student participants must be studying at colleges or universities towards their first or second degrees and who are at least in their second year of studies. 

A further condition of the entry is that a précis be submitted summarizing the area of scientific activity being undertaken. The intended lecture must have been prepared during the training period and compiled with regular consultation of a professor who undertook to supervise the student. 

The précis will be judged by experts called upon by Gál Ferenc Theological College. On the basis of the results, the applicant may get invited to the Conference in Szeged in order to present their précis in the form of a lecture and also to defend it. The conference will award sectional prizes to competing students who are placed first, second and third.  

The précis to be sent in should be clear and made with exaction; furthermore, it should fit into one of the circles of the sections of the Conference to be held in Szeged. It is also worthwhile to present a précis at the Conference that has been compiled on the basis of OTDK appeals in Hungary or, in the case of non-Hungarian students, one that is intended to be elaborated to become a thesis.

V. Evaluation
Competition works that meet all requirements and sent within the deadline will be evaluated twice. 
Stage 1: Written works will be evaluated by a panel of experts in the given topic. Points will be awarded on the basis of the aspects of judgment (see Appendix 2). Experts evaluate anonymous papers and receive no information on the authors. Points given will constitute fifty percent of the final result. Applicants who get at least half of the maximal points awardable can present their paper at the conference in Szeged. Applicants who do not reach fifty percent of the maximal points awardable will also be invited to the conference, but they will not partake in the competition. For them, we offer the possibility to present their topic on posters and to publish their paper on the Internet. The judgment result papers are handed over to the applicants personally at the registration desk of the Szeged conference.  
Stage 2: Competition works are to be presented in the form of a 20-minute lecture, which will be followed by a brief discussion period and the reflection on the written evaluation. The lecture and the discussion segment will both be evaluated by a professional committed, who will award points constituting the other fifty percent of the final results. 
Final result:
On the basis of the total points awarded to each applicant, first, second and third-place prizes will be awarded in each section at the close of the conference. The first prize papers in each section after being proofread and edited once again will be published in a special edition of the Review of Gál Ferenc Theological College, Deliberationes, to be published by Gerhardus Publishing House.
VI. Formal Requirements of the Competition Works
a) The presentation paper

The cover page of the presentation paper must only contain:

· the title of the paper

· motto of the paper 

The cover page of the paper should NOT contain the following data: 

· Name of the author

· Name of the higher education institution 

· Name and data of the consultant teacher

Processing of the presentation paper:

Paragraphing of the text can be the commencement of a new line.
The paper must be sent by e-mail in a format ready for press even if the registration is done via post.

Font type: 
Times New Roman; font size: 12 points; leading: 1.5

Breakdown: 
the text should be continuous; paragraph: justified; page number: at the bottom of the page

Please make sure that you keep strictly to the extension limit. 
b) Summary (précis): The summary of the contents of the paper should be typed on the Registration Form. It should not extend 2000 characters. 
The language of the summary, corresponding to that of the paper may be Hungarian or any other language of the conference: Slovakian, Rumanian, Serbian, Croatian, Slovenian or German.

The précis should contain a brief summary of the objective, methods results of the research as well as the conclusions that can be drawn from these.
